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I want to take this opportunity to welcome back our re-
turning marching band families and welcome all of our 
new band families for the upcoming fall marching band 
season. You may have noticed that this issue of the 
KMA newsletter is essentially the band camp edition. 
Elsewhere in this newsletter you will find all the infor-
mation a band parent needs to know about the band 
camp for the band members and of course how a band 
parent can help to make sure that their child has the best 
band experience.  Through the various emails, newslet-
ters, announcements and meetings, you have probably 
noticed that the fall marching band program starts long 
before school starts. It is no secret that success in the fall 
begins with early and often preparation over the summer 
months. In a school setting, connecting over the summer 
months is always a bit of a challenge given everyone’s 
vacation schedules, summer jobs, youth missions and 
just plain old summer time relaxing. This year is no dif-
ferent and has the added challenge of the construction 
activities going on at the high school campus also need-
ing to be squeezed in over the summer break.  Through 
all of this, there is an old saying ‘ The show must go 
on!’. And go on it will. One must be flexible in recogniz-
ing that schedules sometimes need to change including 
the venue. We try to give enough notice, but we don’t 
always have the luxury of a long lead time. 
 
By now you have also had a few invitations to help with 
the program, and many have already stepped forward to 
help either by being a committee chair or just by coming 
out when we have a general call for help. None of the 
events happen without the volunteers to organize and run 
them. Some are fundraising – car washes for example 
and some are social outings like the recent drum corp 
show at Fairfield or the Reds Game. Everyone benefits 
from the help of a few more hands as the organization is 
stronger as a result. 
 
For all families, there is the challenge of balancing fam-
ily needs and time constraints to the various demands of 
work, school, sports, siblings, parents and the every in-
creasing needs of all the groups one is involved with.

If you have any questions about how you can 
help or your situation has changed and you may not 
be able to help the way you had hoped, please let us 
know so we can redirect the resources that we do 
have.  
 
We hope to see everyone at the next KMA meeting 
on July 20th. This is an excellent opportunity to see 
how KMA helps the marching program and also a 
chance to meet the various committee chair people. 
In addition to hearing first hand from staff and 
board members about the plans and details about the 
upcoming season, we do have some regular busi-
ness to attend to.   We have always found the enthu-
siasm that the director, Mr. Mills and his  band staff 
have for the program is very positive and provides 
an excellent example of successful leadership di-
rectly to the band members and their supporting 
families. The music and movement that is being 
planned for your students will be impressive and 
challenging to learn and master, but will not be out 
of reach. Success is measured not only in how close 
you reach your goals, but also how much reach your 
goals will provide for your development.  
 
We hope to see you at the practice field some time 
and get to meet Dr. Beat. In the mean time, continue 
to enjoy the summer and rest assured that the band 
staff is busy preparing your band member for a suc-
cessful season, teaching the how’s and whys of the 
successful experience known as the Kings Marching 
Band.

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1. ALL equipment: instrument/sticks/reeds/music/flags/poles/
rifles/etc. 

2. Pencils/highlighters for your drill coordinates 

3. Pillow and one set of sheets & blanket or sleeping bag. The 
camp gets cold at night. 

4. Towels (beach & bath) and wash cloth 

5. Deodorant (please!), soap, shampoo, toothbrush 
& toothpaste, other personal articles 

6. Plenty of t-shirts (so you can change often), 
comfortable shorts, swimsuit, sweatshirt, 
underwear, jacket, long pants, etc. 

7. Appropriate footwear:  2 pairs of gym shoes (an 
old pair for morning practices in the dew), flip-flops for the 
shower 

8. Bring LOTS of ATHLETIC socks (enough to change into when 
they get wet).  Athletic socks must be worn to prevent blisters.  
Bring enough to change often to keep your feet cool and 
clean.  Veterans suggest twice as many as you think you’ll 
need! 

9. Band-Aids for those who do not wear proper socks or do not 
have comfortable shoes. 

10. Bag for dirty clothes 

11. Hat(s) to block sun exposure (wind players especially should 
wear one to avoid sunburned lips which will affect your 
playing) 

12. Sunglasses and sunscreen 

13. Insect repellant (definitely needed for night rehearsals). Don’t 
forget the anti-itch lotion. 

14. Gold Bond for guys (ask Mr. Mills) 

15. Water bottle/canteen for on-field practices 

16. Games (cards, board games) for indoor free 
time and small pool toys.  

17. Cabins can be hot. There are electrical outlets if you would like 
to bring a small fan.  It might be a good idea to bring an 
extension cord too! 

18. BLACK BELT for Friday’s performance. 
 
Snacks:  You can bring your own cooler and ice is available in the 
kitchen.  Individual plastic bottles of juice drinks are very refreshing. 
Any food items should be sent in re-sealable plastic containers or 
Ziploc bags.  Remember you are camping in cabins surrounded by 
woods filled with all of nature’s critters, not to mention hungry band 
directors who like to scavenge for food from home. 
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¨ Please limit the use of hair dryers, 

curling irons, radio/CD players, etc. 
and shut off when not in use. To 
avoid blown circuits/fuses. 

 
¨ No refrigerators, TV’s, or large stereo 

systems permitted. 
 
¨ No rollerblading or skateboarding 

due to camp insurance liability. 
 
¨ Carefully check the suggested pack-

ing list from the staff . 
 
¨ Label EVERYTHING that you bring 

to camp. 
 
¨ We are limited by space for trans-

porting students, instruments, equip-
ment, etc via buses and our trucks. 
Each student is guaranteed transpor-
tation of 1 suitcase, a sleeping bag/
bed linens, their instrument, a carry 
on bag (that means you carry it on 
with you on the bus), and fans. Other 
items will be loaded if space is avail-
able. Anything else must be trans-
ported by parents. 

 
¨ If you have questions about bringing 

something to camp that is not cov-
ered in this newsletter, you must 
check with Mr. Mills prior to camp for 
approval. 

¨ All property is brought to the camp at 
your own risk. The camp, KMA and 
staff assume no liability for lost, dam-
aged, or missing items. Therefore, it is 
recommended that if you don’t abso-
lutely have to have it, don’t bring it!

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MEDICATION  All medicine needed for camp 
must be in a sealed plastic bag in its original 
container. A completed Medication/ Procedure 
Request form (available on KMA Website) 
signed by your physician must accompany any 
medication.

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I would like to welcome all returning and new marching 
band members to the 2008 marching band season.  For 
those of you new to marching band, Kings Music 
Association hosts 2 competitions during the season.  The 
first competition we host is the Kings Invitational.  This 
year it will be held on Saturday, September 6th. 
 
The Kings Invitational is the first competition of the 
marching  band  season.  Kings will perform that day in 
Exhibition, which means we will be judged but we will 
not be competing against the other bands. 
 
We also host the Mid States Band Association 
Championships (MSBA).  This year we will again host 
Class AAA and Open Class.  The date of the 
championships is Saturday, November 1.    Kings will 
compete in Class AAA, and we will be judged against the 
other AAA bands. 
 
These two competitions are MAJOR fundraisers for the 
KMA.  We NEED each and every family to work these 
events in order to make them a success.   At the KMA 
meeting that will be held on Sunday, July 20th, there will 
be signup sheets to work the various areas of the 
competition.  Listed below are brief descriptions of what 
the work in these various areas entail.  Please read them 
and be prepared to sign up for a specific area on the 20th. 
 
Concessions – Work in the stadium concession stand.  
We also need parents that like to grill.  
Parking – Direct spectators to various designated parking 
areas.  Or you may help to park the buses and equipment 
trucks the participating bands bring to the competition.  
Tickets/Programs – Sell admission wristbands and 
programs at the front gate of the football stadium. 
Ropers – Are ushers for the competition.  You stand at 
the end of the ramps leading to the stands, and let people 
into and out of the stands while bands are NOT 
performing. 
Check in – Register bands as they arrive for the 
competition.  This also includes stamping band members 
hands, moving bands to their warm up areas, leading 
them to the performance area.   
Water tables – Providing cups of water before and/or 
after the bands perform on the football field. 
Band Movement – Directing the bands, props and pit 
parents onto and off of the field. 
Hospitality  – Help serve food/drink to participating band 
directors and their staff members in the Junior High 
Cafeteria.   You may also be asked to help serve the 
judges meals and snacks.
