Also we will
be strictly enforcing the rule that your child mastve all Marching Band fees paid in full before
they will be allowed to attend band camp. If yearsmaking payments late you will still need to
have all marching band fees paid in full before tmas pulls away from the school to take the
kids to band camp.

The second part of our review includes changélse Red Book, Kings Music Association By
Laws. In order to keep costs down and assureath&milies are participating in fees, the KMA
membership passed changes to Article VI, SectienFées, Refunds and Financial Agreements.
A copy of this amendment is included in this newslteon the following page (page 3). The new
Section 3 states that any family that has an audstg balance in a KMA supported activity
(marching band, winter guard, drum line, pep bgm¥, band, marimba, etc.) cannot participate in
or sign up for any KMA supported activity until thaetstanding balance has been paid in full. For
example, if you have an outstanding balance in MagcBand your child will not be able to sign
up for say winter guard or drum line until the Mairg Band fees are paid in full. No balance
will be carried forward. If your child still hasiautstanding balance for this year your child can-
not sign up for the upcoming Marching Band seaspotil this balance has been paid in full.
KMA recognizes that families can have circumstaribas make it impossible to pay their balance
in full. Exceptions can be made by following th@dglines in this same section. This amend-
ment took effect on March 2, 2009, when voted irthyse KMA family members in attendance
at the meeting. If you have an outstanding balameewill get a letter from me with a copy of
the new Amendment and your balance.
